The end of every school year is bittersweet.  This year we said goodbye to our tenth 

graduating class, thirty-seven outstanding, accomplished young men and women with a 

drive and desire to achieve.  This desire is clearly evident in their academic 

accomplishments.  This is the 3rd class in a row to have 100% of the graduates accepted to 

college or other post-secondary education.  Over $1.5 million in grants and scholarships 

have been offered to these graduates!  Ten new institutions, including Fordham and Tulane 

Universities, have been added to the list of colleges and universities which have accepted 

students from La Salle High School.  And, the list keeps growing! 

 

For you Huskies, this class is also honored to have among its ranks La Salle High School’s first 

graduate to qualify for the Husky Promise which covers tuition and fees for four years at the 

University of Washington.   

 

Eleven of the 37 members of the Class of 2010, nearly 30% of the total graduating class, were 

nominated to the top 10% of Washington State high school graduates this year!  Five were chosen 

for this honor. 

 

The class of 2010 is also filled with wonderfully accomplished athletes.  In their junior year, many 

of these student/athletes led their team to a state championship in soccer.  Additionally, members of 

this class have led their teams to state competition in football, volleyball, basketball, track, tennis, 

softball, baseball and golf.  Truly competitive in every way! 

 

But, most importantly, this diverse group of individuals, has lived out the Lasallian mission of 

service.  Twenty-two members of this class participated in service immersion experiences from 

helping  rebuild homes and lives in New Orleans to serving the poorest native American children 

on the Blackfeet reservation in Browning, Montana.  Under the leadership of this class, La Salle 

students directed six retreats for our Catholic elementary and middle schools in our beautiful 

Gamache Chapel.   

 

These graduates led the way for Br. Jack’s ―Creek-Keeper‖ program which, besides restoring the 

fish runs on Ahtanum and Wide Hollow Creeks, has served hundreds of elementary school students 

throughout the valley…public and private! 

 

Another great group of young men and women and 

we’ll miss them.  But, as we say farewell, we 

welcome another superb freshmen class.  And, we 

also welcome back an accomplished group of 

sophomores, juniors and seniors who are ready to 

establish their legacy.  And they will!  Because 

along with the gift of this incredibly rich heritage of 

the De La Salle Christian Brothers, we give our 

students the gifts of significance and safety in a 

culture of success…our greatest accomplishment!

PowerSchool passwords are available for 
new families at the Freshmen Lock-in (August

Night (August 31).  It is extremely important for 
parents and students not to use each othersô 
user name and password.  When the Single-
User Login begins, parents must use their 
username and password to establish this 
account.  There are also a few additional 
features available when logging in as a parent. 

Student accounts also allow them access 
to the schoolôs computer network.  This is why 
we have a special form that lists the parents/
guardian password information and a separate 
punch-out card for the students.  Please have 
a conversation with your student regarding 
your academic expectations of them and how 
you plan on using PowerSchool to monitor 
academic progress and success!

Student Meds 
 

Student safety is one of our major concerns, and 

parents can help in this area by reminding their 

children that students may not have medications 

in their possession while on campus (exceptions 

are made for inhalers and EpiPens, as long as a 

parent sends a note so that we are aware). If 

your child may need to take a prescription or an 

over-the-counter med during the school day, the 

medication must be left in the office for 

safekeeping along with a note authorizing us to 

make it available to your child. This includes 

over-the-counter meds taken for headaches, 

allergies, cramps, etc. I encourage you to send 

these meds in at the beginning of the year with a 

note allowing them to be taken ―as needed,‖ so 

they will be available when necessary. Please 

refer to the handbook for a detailed explanation 

of our medication policy and the note required 

to allow us to store your child’s meds and make 

them available during the school day.

La Salle Student Parking Permits:  Students 
driving to school are required to register for a 
parking permit.  The permit is free of charge (but if 
it is lost, a new one will cost $10).  Students can 
pick up a registration form (or multiple forms if they 
drive multiple cars) at the Orientation on Aug. 24 
and will then receive a permit by the following 
week.  Cars without permits displayed during the 
school day beginning Fri., August 28 will be 
subject to towing at the ownerôs expense.   
RED Curb— no parking:  The curbs along the 
circle in front of the school mark a no parking 
zone.  It is a pick-up/drop-off and emergency 
vehicle zone as well as the bus stop. Cars are not 
to be left sitting there without a driver in them.  
Just drive another 30 feet and park in the Visitor 
parking for those short ñdrop off stuff to the officeò 
stops.  Also, the area behind the buildings along 
the gravel road is for Faculty/Staff parking only 
everyday, all day.  Please do not park there during 
parent and sports meeting nights.  A loading/
unloading space will be available behind Lightning 
Hall and as loading is finished, the car must be 
moved to the parking in the main lot.
