
Our first groups of alumni are not only finding a 

place in the job market but in each other’s 

hearts.  Marriages have happened and will 

happen in the near future.  Just this last 

weekend, two grads of the class of 2003, Raquel 

Richards and Dana Davis, were married in our 

Gamache Chapel.  Many of our graduates return 

during the course of the year to visit and to tell 

us how well they have been prepared for school 

and for the personal challenges they have been 

meeting in college.  The most common line of 

the first year college students is, ―College has 

been easier than it was at La Salle.‖  They 

network with each other on FaceBook and often 

tell us how grateful they are to their parents for 

keeping them focused at La Salle.  We tell them, 

―I hope you tell your parents that.‖   

Here are some other noteworthy highlights : 

 Accreditation:  Because of a problem with a 

letter from the Diocese being mailed but not 

getting to WCEA (Western Catholic Education 

Association), our request for membership with 

them and consequent participation in a Spring 

accreditation visit will not materialize.  We have 

sought and are receiving an extension of one 

year on our accreditation so that we can have the 

visit in the Spring of 2011.  Participation with 

WCEA allows us to seek accreditation with 

them that is also recognized by our local public 

accrediting agency, the NAAS (Northwest 

Association of Accredited Schools). 

 Admissions:  Over 50 8th graders have 

applied, taken the entrance test, and will be 

interviewing.  The number is about the same as 

last year.  We would appreciate any 

communication to parents to encourage people 

to follow through with applications in 

progress and in contacting Mrs. White for an 

inquiry or an application if they haven’t done 

so yet.  We are still accepting applications for 

both incoming grade 9 and transfer students 
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into grades 10 and 11 

(and, in special cases, 12).  

 A Milestone 

Achievement:  We were 

quite please to hear that 

Mr. McMillan was named football coach of the 

year by the association of Northwest coaches.  

Not just Washington’s best coach, but also 

Idaho, Montana, Wyoming and Oregon.  Mr. 

McMillan and his wife, Sharon, recently 

returned from chaperoning our Blackfeet 

Immersion (along with Ms. Pillari who was 

visiting us for a couple weeks).  They were 

particularly impressed with how our students, 

many of them scholar athletes, modeled hard 

work, patience and compassion with the 

students of De La Salle Blackfeet School.  It’s a 

tough place to just drop into for six days and the 

word from many of the students and the staff at 

the school was that their coming back would be 

more than appreciated.  Our students and staff 

continue to have a profound impact on others, 

especially through our Immersion programs.   

 Hearts for Haiti:  Many people have been 

asking if we are doing anything to respond to 

the tremendous tragedy that befell Haiti.  The 

estimated 200,000 people that died represents a 

little over 2% of their country’s population.  If a 

one event catastrophe of equal magnitude hit the 

USA, 2% would translate into over 6.6 million 

people.  Quite a sobering statistic.  Our students 

have formed a fundraiser, described in this 

newsletter and online, to help out.  Anything 

you could do with contributions would be 

appreciated.  Our Lasallian schools there, 

though not badly struck, are coordinating relief 

efforts for their country.

As we begin the second half of our 12th year with pride in our accomplishments, we also 

look with excitement to our future.  While great progress has been made in the past few 

years, there is little time for celebration.  A friend once told me, ―If you’re not moving 

forward, you’re moving backwards…you never stay in one place.‖  While our journey is 

tremendously rewarding, it is also tremendously challenging.  We have to stay focused, 

moving forward, making progress.  Here are some things we’re working on to continue 

our progress. 
 

For the past several months, several business/education/community leaders, led by Chris Rivard 

and Pam Malnar, have taken the responsibility to chart our course thoughtfully and strategically 

for the next five years.  Their job is to develop a business plan that identifies the critical issues 

facing school leadership.  Along with important projections, the business plan will provide the 

action steps necessary to address each critical issue.  Increasing enrollment continues to be the 

underlying key to our future. 
 

Another area of progress is through our Foundation.  Our La Salle Foundation is a separate 

organization whose sole purpose is to develop the relationships and creative initiatives that will 

secure the future of the school.  Their key initiative is to bring influential & affluent people to visit 

our campus where we can begin to build important relationships for our future.   
 

In addition, through the leadership of Bud Hollingbery, the Foundation has entered into exciting 

creative initiatives including the purchase of a 20 acre hop field in Moxee and Ackley warehouse 

near Gleed.  These purchases will help generate new revenue for the school.  Another exciting 

effort is the sales of La Salle Yakima apples nationally through our Lasallian school system…an 

effort that is in the very early stages.  All of these initiatives focus on providing new revenue 

through business enterprises that will hopefully cap tuition and provide more financial support for 

more families!  Progress… 
 

And, now that our magnificent Gamache Science Center is complete, we are focused on the next 

steps of our campus development, the La Salle Student Center which will include recreation, 

athletic and assembly space as well as additional instruction and office space.  The Board of 

Trustees has approved updating the plans for this $4.5 million facility.  Efforts are underway to 

complete the funding. Approximately $3.0 million remains to be raised. 
 

So, how can you help?  What is your responsibility as we continue our progress?  

First, be a champion for La Salle!  You are the school’s best advocate!  Second, 

invite others to engage…to become involved.  Help build our community.  And, 

finally, invest commensurate with your ability and commitment to our school.  If 

everybody commits to these three areas, it will supercharge our progress!
