
The fish hatchery on campus is up and running.  

Over 20,000 salmon eggs were added and about 

13,000 fry are now swimming about.  The 

students have been helping with caretaking the 

fish.  The number of egg/fish losses are high, 

but Br. Jack and the fish hatchery technicians 

from the Yakama Nation are figuring out how to  

amend the problem.  Meanwhile, Mrs. White 

and the Spanish 4 classes travel over to St. 

Joseph-Marquette to teach Spanish to the lower 

grade students and Mr. K and the leadership 

class travels down the road to the Union Gap 

School to tutor.  Education research shows that 

one learns more by teaching, so our ―service 

learning‖ projects initiated by teachers are a win

-win for our students and the ones they are 

teaching.  A number of our alumni are in 

programs to become teachers and others are now 

working in local schools.   

By being a small, Catholic school we are 

able to personalize our education in a way with 

opportunities that cannot be found elsewhere.  

Essentially, we do basic, normal courses well, 

creatively engaging students in a way other 

schools’ regular curriculums can’t.   

Here are some other noteworthy highlights : 

 Accreditation:  On March 21-23, we will 

have a visiting team on campus conducting the 

WCEA (Catholic schools)/NWAC (Washington 

State schools) accreditation of our school.  The 

team includes Mr. Mark DeMarco (President of 

De La Salle High School in Concord, CA and 

former Superintendent of Catholic Schools in 

the Oakland, CA Diocese); Mr. Ron Edwards 

(President/Principal of Pope John Paul II High 

School in Lacey, WA); Mr. Tim Joy (Principal 

of De La Salle North Catholic High School in 

Portland, OR and a member of the visiting 

team in 2004); and Mrs. Maureen McDaid-

Fraizer (Counselor and Admin. Team 

member at Seton Catholic Preparatory High 
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School in Vancouver, 

WA).  The visiting team 

looks at our school in 

terms of the self report 

and action plan we are 

sending them this week.  The look to see how 

well we do what we say we do.  They, then, give 

us commendations and recommendations based 

on their visit.  The accreditation process so far 

has been a rich experience and we look forward 

to the visit. 

 Admissions:  With just under 50 8th graders 

having applied, taken the entrance test, and been 

interviewed, we are on the way to forming next 

year’s Freshman class.  We would appreciate 

any communication to parents to encourage 

people to follow through with applications in 

progress and in contacting Mrs. White for an 

inquiry or an application if they haven’t done so 

yet.  Get the word out to those who may not 

know about us.  We are still accepting 

applications for both incoming grade 9 and 

transfer students into grades 10 and 11 (and, in 

special cases, 12).  

Athletics Notes:  Yes, we have been looking 

into a boys soccer team.  No, it is not a ―for 

sure.‖  Two criteria will dictate whether we 

move in that direction:  are there at least 16 boys 

who commit to play (survey of all the boys in 

the current 9th, 10th and 11th grade says ―11 

boys‖ and survey of all current 8th grade boys 

taking the Entrance Placement Exam will 

provide more data that will be confirmed or not 

after registration in March) AND we have more 

students enroll.  A larger school can sustain 

additional programs.

Dear Parents, 

 

Remember the saying, ―Yankee Stadium is the house that Ruth built‖?  Well, La Salle High School 

is the house that the community built…so many people have sacrificed and played important roles 

in making the dream of Catholic education for our children come true!  Many of those individuals 

don’t even have children here!  They give so our kids and families in our valley have the 

opportunity to share this gift of a Catholic education. 

 

For example, in the 13 years the school has been in existence, the Christian Brothers have given 

over $7 million, most of which has gone to support our most financially needy and deserving families.  

These families and students are supremely thankful for the chance to attend La Salle and we hear their 

appreciation often. 

 

Another example is the people in our own community who have generously given many millions to build 

buildings, support programs and finance students.  This group has given us a safe and secure environment 

for our students to study and succeed. 

 

And so, beyond the tuition we pay and hours we work, do we have a role as parents?  Like the Brothers and 

other supporters with their incredible philanthropy, do we have an extra role in helping to ―build the house‖?  

Indeed!  And, given that it’s our kids that are getting the benefit, it’s a very important role!  Champion La 

Salle and give commensurate with your ability! 
 

For a few, this could mean helping to build the campus.  For many of us, it means a financial sacrifice to 

cover the gap between tuition and the actual cost of educating each student.  Many of you may not know 

that we charge less than actual cost of educating each student.  Let me show you the math… 

 

 190 (budgeted students) x $10,000 (actual cost for each student) = $1,900,000 

 190 (budgeted students) x $ 6800 (approximate tuition) = $1,292,000 

 

The balance $608,000, we must raise, whether it is in the form of parent pledges, the St. Patrick’s Day Gala, 

wreath sales, annual appeal, or other fundraisers.  That is approximately $3200 per student that must be 

made up.  Unless you have opted to pay the ―full cost plan‖ and have contracted to pay the difference by 

way of your parent pledge, every other child is receiving financial support, through the school’s 

fundraising work (in the August/September newsletter we outlined only a partial list of the fundraisers that 

have helped to ―fill the gap‖). 

 

In the remaining four months of the current school year, please consider how you can help close that gap.  

Perhaps you can write an extra check to become a member of the St. Patrick’s Gala “Shamrock” club.  

What is important is that we understand that this is a La Salle community responsibility.  

It will take each of us, examining our own hearts and our own circumstances to fulfill the 

expectations we have for our school and for all the young people attending La Salle. 

 

Thank you for your commitment to La Salle and here’s wishing us all many blessings in

Is your child going out of town on a school day or has an in-town obligation that will result in missing school? 

Students who know they will be absent on a given day need to stop by the office to complete a purple "pre-

arranged absence form." We ask that the form be completed at least three days in advance (earlier, if possible) 

but we can work with students who have only a day or two notice of an impending absence for those situations 

that arise at the last minute.  Completing this form helps students communicate with teachers so the absence 

doesn't have a negative impact on their grades.
